"The Corvette Active Handling system is a logical next step in the evolution of enhanced chassis control systems like ABS
brakes and traction control. Working in close concert with those other two systems, Active Handling enhances the
accident avoidance capabilities of the already nimble Corvette. It will be offered as an option (JL4) on all 1998-1/2
Corvette models. Additionally, it will be a required option on replicas of the ’98 Corvette convertible Indy 500 Pace
Car."
