Ride harshness associated with the Z-51 suspension option may be a source of concern to some customers. Ride
harshness can be significantly changed by reducing the cold tire inflation pressure from 35 psi to 26 psi. Operation at
a tire pressure of 26 psi could result in a slight decrease in fuel economy and a slight increase in tire wear dependent
on driving habits.
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
